The
muzeum recently reopenad afier an 320 million renovation and addition and features a new plansetarium, five Innovation Studies, Stars
Café, an Omnimax Theater, the Cattle Raisers Museum, a Fort Worth History gallery and a multi-sensory energy exhibition. A block
down the street is the National Cowgirl Museum & Hall of Fame which honors and celebrates women, past and pressnt, whose lives
exemplify the courage, resilience, and independence that helped shape the &merican West, and fosters an appreciation of the ideals
and spirt of self-reliance they inspire. The Kimbell Art Museum, widely regarded as one of the most ouiztanding architectural
achievements of the modermn era, is the second stop on the tour. The Museurn’s holdings include intemational artworks ranging in period
from antiguity fo the 20th century. The collection includes masterpieces by Fra Angelico, Caravagoio, El Greco, Cézanne, Matisee, and
Picazso. The museum alzo recently acquired Michelangelo's first known painting, The Torment of Saint Anthomy. The last stop is the
Texas Cowboy Hall of Fame which features many unique Westerm Exhibits such as: the Sterquell Wagon Collection, John Justin Trail
of Fame, Chisholm Trail Exhikit, Zigrang Bit Collection, Adventures of the Cowboy Trail, a Westem Gift Shop, and the Jersey Lilly Cild-
Tyme Photo Parlor. &An additional bus will shuttle to and from the Forward Air Controller's Museum and Veterans Memorial Air Park.
The miszion of the FAC Museum iz fo perpetuate the history and educate the public on the confributions of those men and women
throughout hiztory who served as Forward Air Confrollers. The mission of the Veterans Memorial Air Park is to restore and protect the
aircraft and aviation heritage of Fort Worth, and Morth Texas and to educate the public.
